Dear Medicaid Enrollee:

I am writing to alert you about a new federal law. Medicaid applicants and recipients who are U.S.
citizens are now required to prove their citizenship and identity. When it is time for your Medicaid
renewal, your eligibility worker will ask you to provide this information.

People who receive Supplemental Security Income (SSI) or are Medicare beneficiaries do not have to
provide this information because the Social Security Administration has already verified your
citizenship and identity.

Please look at the back of this letter to see the types of documents you will need. Copies of your
documents will be made for your case record. Please try to get these papers now so you can prove
your U.S. citizenship and your identity when you renew your Medicaid.

Your eligibility worker may be able to get some of the information from your case file or other
agencies. You will get a letter that explains exactly what papers you need to provide. You are only
required to do this one time. Please contact your worker at the time of your renewal if you need help
with this.

This new law does not apply to persons enrolled in FAMIS, FAMIS MOMS, State and Local
Hospitalization, or individuals who are not United States citizens. It also does not apply to parents or
guardians who are not applying for or receiving Medicaid for themselves. If you have any questions
concerning this new law, please contact your eligibility worker.

Many state agencies are working together to make sure that all U.S. Citizens in Virginia who need
Medicaid will continue to be served. Thank you for doing as much as you can to get the required

documents ready for your next Medicaid renewal.

PROOF OF U.S. CITIZENSHIP & IDENTITY FOR
MEDICAID ELIGIBILITY

You can prove your Citizenship and Identity with ONE document, if vou have a:

e U.S. passport (even if it is expired);
e Certificate of Naturalization; or
o Certificate of U.S Citizenship

If you don’t have the above, you will need to show TWO Documents - one for Citizenship
and one for Identity.

1. Citizenship documents are

e Official Birth Certificate (not hospital souvenirs, such as certificates with the
baby’s footprints or crib cards),

¢ Final Adoption Decree,
o Official Military Record,

e Life or Health Insurance records from 5 years ago (showing date / place of
birth), or

e Admission papers to a nursing home / other institution from 5 years ago
(showing date / place of birth).

* If none of these is available, you can still prove you are a U.S. Citizen with
signed, sworn statements. Your eligibility worker will help you with this.

2. Identity documents are:
e Driver’s license with a photograph and other information,
e School ID cards with a picture,
e Military (including dependents) ID cards, or

e |D cards issued by federal, state, or local governments with the same
information as a driver’s license.

« For children under age 16 - school records, nursery or child care records, or
an affidavit signed by the parent or guardian stating the date and place of
birth.
