Information Management Division seeks technology professional as to serve as a senior EDI Engineer to 

support Electronic Data Interchange processes.  This position is responsible for the daily monitoring of 

EDI file processing, troubleshooting issues impacting successful receipt or delivery of client files, setup 

and testing of new trading partners, and general client support of issues called in to the Service Desk.  

Qualified applicants must have extensive knowledge of HIPAA EDI and XML standards and associated 

communication protocols. Requires considerable knowledge of translators and EDI related integration 

aspects. Requires knowledge of various network and internet technologies and communication protocols: 

TCP/IP, FTP, HTTP, AS2, etc.   Must have experience coordinating testing and deployment of EDI 

partner relationships.  Requires exposure to and basic understanding of relational databases, SQL and its 

practical uses in an Oracle environment; knowledge of Software Development Life Cycle; exposure to 

Java EE related technologies; and exposure to IBM EDI related products like WTX, IIB is a plus.  Must 

be a creative thinker with proven analytical and problem solving skills.  Requires proven experience with 

multiple operating systems including Linux/Unix/Windows.  Must be able to plan and complete assigned 

work on time, manage multiple projects with dynamic priorities, communicate effectively orally and in 

writing; motivate and work with people; and be able to work in a fast paced environment with occasional 

non-business hours (evenings and weekends) flexibility.  Must have demonstrated ability to quickly adapt 

to new technical environments (multiple disciplines); manage multiple projects with dynamic priorities, 

and be equally adept at highly technical and strategic issues/projects.  Several years of hands on 

experience in HIPAA EDI transactions and Medicaid Management Information System (MMIS) 

experience is preferred.  Bachelor’s degree from an accredited college or university with a major in 

management information systems, computer sciences, business administration, accounting, engineering, 

mathematics or a closely related field with a major in management information systems, computer 

sciences, business administration, accounting, engineering, mathematics or a closely related field 

preferred; equivalent level of experience may substitute for degree.
